Concerns re: HBs 5750, 5751, 5953 and 5954

The purpose of the Michigan Council for Maternal and Child Health is to
advocate for public policy that will improve maternal and child health
outcomes through prevention programs, access to care and adequate
funding. We support the current Safe Delivery of Newborns Law and the
program that has been in place since 2000 that has resulted in the surrender
of over 200 infantsin our state.

CONTRIBUTING MEMBERS

We have many questions and concerns about HBs 5750 and 5751 and just

PARTNERING MEMBER learned of companion bills 5953 and 5954 yesterday as they were introduced.
We appreciate the stated intent of the legislation to increase ways in which
infants can be safely surrendered but we are concerned that the bills have
not been fully vetted for unintended consequences.

The original Safe Delivery of Newborns Law was a multi-bill, bi-cameral

package that received many hours of workgroup and direct communication

with various interested parties before they were moved through committee

and the legislative process. The bills were carefully crafted upon those
raichigan State Medical Socion efforts.

Much of the effort on the original bills centered on the amount and type of
information exchange, facilitated by human to human contact, at the time of
surrender. The current model was arrived at for the benefit of both the
surrendering individual (things such as rights to revoke the surrender within
28 days, health and safety information) as well as for the infant (attempt to
gather information about the other parent, any health history).

GENERAL MEMBERS

While the intent of the newborn safety device is to honor the perceived
desire for anonymity by a birth mother, it is also possible she will not be the
individual placing the infant in the device. At a minimum, experts in the field
of domestic violence and human trafficking should review these bills to
assure enough protections exist in situations where a woman may be
coerced into a surrender or may be unaware their infant has been
surrendered.

Lastly, we would echo concerns presented by MDHHS last week about the safety of the devices
themselves, and while it may be envisioned that standards and compliance protocols could be
created in rules, those efforts will not come without effort and cost. To the extent that additional
appropriations and staff are not identified, it is likely any legislative mandate to put forth this effort
may result in decreased ability for the program to do outreach and training that we know continues
to be critical and will be even more so if the law is amended.

We all want to ensure that any mother who wishes to surrender a newborn she cannot care for has
a safe way in which to do so and that we avoid any tragic loss of infant life.
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THE APPARENT PROBLEM.:

Legislation has been dralted in a number of states
addressing the issue of abandoned newborn babics by
providing and publicizing procedures for the sale
surrender ol newborns, by providing legal protection
o mathers who follow those procedures, and by
{ocusing attention on ways of helping mothers who are
in great distress over having given birth,  State
lawmakers in Texas, for example, passed a law in 1999
creating an affimative defense 10 prosecution for
parents who voluntarily surrender a chitd under 30 days
old 1o alicensed emergency medical services provider.
This action was reportedly taken alter 13 infants were
abandonedin the state over a 10-month period. Similar
kinds of programs are said 10 have been developed at
the local level in Memphis and Minncapolis. Press
accounts of newborn babies being found in dumpsiers
and bathrooms are all wo lamiliar. A recent story in
U8, News & World Report cited a federal report that
105 habies were found abandoned in 1998 and that 33
ol them were fonnd dead or died soon after. Some

Here in Michigan, fegislation
lo create a “Sale Delivery of Newborns Law™ has been
proposed.

THE CONTENT OF THE BILLS:

The package of bills would address the parental
surrender of a newborn (a child believed to be no more
than 72 hours old) to an emergency service provider.
The bills have an effective date of January 1, 2001,

Senate Bill 1032 would create the “Sale Diclivery of

Newborns Law™ as Chapier X1 of the Probate Code
and amend the Juvenile Code (MCL 712, 19b et al))
to spell ot the procedures 1o be followed when a
parent surrendered a newborn to an emergency service
provider (e, a uniformed employee of a (ire
depariment, hospital, or police station).
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Senate Bill 1053 would amend the Michigan Penal
Code (MCL 750.135) 1o specily that it would be an
alfirmative defense toachild abandonment charge that
the child was surrendered under the provisions of
Scnate Bill 1052.

Senate Bill 1187 would amend the Child Protection
Law (MCL 722. 6280 to provide that the surrendler of
anewborn in compliance with the provisions ol Senate
Bill 1052 would not be reasonable cause 1o suspect
child abuse or neglect and therefore would not be
subject to the reporting requirements of the Child
Protection Law (unless a physician was required under
Senate Bill 1052 1o report to the Family Independence
Ageney). The bill says this provision would not apply
lo circumstances arising on or after the date the
provisions of Senate Bill 1052 were repealed.

House Biil 3543 would amend the Probate Code (MCL
T12A.20 et al) to require the Department of
Communily Health, in conjunction with the Family
Independence Agency, 10 establish a safe delivery
program loinclude a toll-free, 24-hour telephone line
and an informational pamphlet,

Additonal information on the bills follows.

Senate Bill 1052 would create the Safe Delivery of
Newborns law in the Probate Code and make
complementary amendments to the Juvenile Code
regarding the parental surrender of o newhorn to an
emergency service provider,  The term “newborn™
would refer to i child whom a physician reasonably
believed to be not more than 72 hours old. The wrm
“emergency service provider” would refer lo a
wniformed or otherwise identified employee or
contraclor of a hire departiment, hospital, or police
station when that individual was imside the premises
and on dwy. The bill would not apply 10 a proceeding
that arose belore (he bill’s effective date,

Under the bill, il a parent surrendered a newborn, the
emergency service provider wounld have 1o take the
newborn into teniporary protective custody and transler
the newborn to a hospital. The provider would have 1o
make a reasonable ellort to protect the newborn's
physical health and safety; inform the parent that by
surrendering the child, the parent was releasing the
newborn o a cild placing agency to he placed lor
adoption; and inlorm the parent that he or she would
have 28 days 1o petition to regun custody.  The
emergency service provider would also have to provide
the parent with written material approved by or
produced by the Family Independence Ageney. The
written material would have (o contiin a serics ol

statements about child surrender and adoption, specily
that information provided lo an emergency service
provider would nol be made public, and inform the
parent about the 24-hour, toll-free sale delivery line.

The provider would also be required to make n
reasonable attempt to encourage the parent to provide
any relevant family or medical information; provicke the
parent with the sale delivery pamphlet; inform the
parent that information provided will not be made
public; ask the parent to identify himscll’ or hersell;
inform the parent that in order to place the newhborn for
adoption, the slate is required o make a reasonable
altempl to identify the other parent and then ask the
surrendering parent loidentily the other parent; inform
the pareat that the child placing agency taking
temporary protective custady of the newborn can
provide confidential services to the parent; and inform
the parent that she or he can sign a release for the
newborn to be used at the parental rights termination
hearing.

A hospital would have to get the newborn examined by
a physician. A physician who suspected child abuse or
neglect, or that the child was not a newborn, would
have to report to the Family Independence Agency
(FFIA) as required under the Child Protection Law. I
not required to report, the hospital would have to notify
a child placing agency that a newborn was in temporary
prolective custody,

Once notilied by a hospital, a child placing agencey
would be required to assume the care, control, and
temporary protective custody of  the newborn;
immediately meet with the parent, if the parent was
Known and was willing; place the newborn with a
prospective adoptive parent; scek assistance [rom law
enforcement officials as 10 whether the newborn was o
missing child; petition the Tamily court to place the
newborn, within 48 hours after a transfer ot physical
custody to a prospective adoptive parent; and, within
28 days, make reasonable efforts toidentify and locate
the other parent. 1€ the identity and address of that
parent are unknown, the child placing agency would
provide notice by publication in a newspaper of
general  circulation  where  the  newborn was
surrendered,

I a biological parent wanted custody of o surrendered
newborn, the parent would have 1o file Tor cuslody
within 28 days after the susrender. The Tanily court
would have to determine custody bhased on  the
newborn’s besi interest.  The court would have 1o
consider, evaluale, and make hndings on spealic
tactors identificd in the nll with the goal of achieving
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permanence for the newborn at the earliest possible
date. The factors would include: the love, alfection, or
other emotional ties existing between the newborn and
the parent; the parent’s capacity o give the newborn
love, affection, and guidance; the parent’s capacity and
disposition to provide the newborn with food, clothing,
medical care, or other remedial care recognized and
permitted vnder the laws of the state in place of
medical care, and other material needs; the
permanence, as a family unit, of the existing or
proposed custodial home; the parent’s moral Tiness;
the parent’s mental and physical health; whether the
parent had a history of domestic violence; il the parent
was not the parent who surrendered the newborn, the
opportunity the parent had to provide appropriate care
and custody of the newborn before the newborn’s birth
or surrender; and any other lactor considered by the
court ta be relevant,

The court could issue an order that 1) granted legal or
physical custody, or both, of the newborn to the parent,
with the court cither retaining or relinguishing
Jurisdiction; or 2) terminated the parent’s parental
rights and gave a child placing agency custody and care
of the newborn.

A parent who surrendered a newborn and did not file
an appropriate custody action wounld be presumed o
have knowingly released his or her parental rights to
the newborn. If o custody action was not {iled, the
child placing agency would petition the court for
termination ol parental rights.

Senate Bill 1053, Under the Probate Code, itis afelony
punishable by up to 10 years” imprisonment, lor a
{ather or a mother of a child under six years old (or any
other person) to expose that child with the intent 10
injure or wholly abandon the child. Under Senate Bill
1053, except lor a situation involving child abuse and
neglect, iv would be an affirmative defense that the
child was not more than 72 howrs old and was
surrendered toan emergency service provider under the
provisions of Senate Bill 1052, Further, a criminal
investigation could not be imtiated solely on the basis
of a newborn being surrendered (o a service provider
under Senate Bill 1052,

House Bill 5543 would requtre the Department of
Community Health, in conjuncnon with the Fanuly
[ndependence Agency, to establish a sofe delivery
program, to include a toll-free, 24-hour wlephone hine
and a pamphlet.  The bill's provisions would be
repealed three years after the bill's elfective date.
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The telephone line would provide at least the loflowing
information: information on prenalal care and the
delivery of a newbomn; the names of health agencies
that could assist in obtaining services and supports that
provide for the pregnancy-related health of the mother
and the health of the baby; information on adoption
options and the name and telephone number of a child
placing agency that could assist a parent or expecting
parent in obtaining adoption services; information that
the best place for delivery of a child, in order to safely
provide lor the health of a mother and her newborn, is
in ahospital, hospital-based birthing center, or birthing
center accredited by the Commission for  the
Accreditation of Birthing Centers; an explanation that,
to the extent of the law, prenatal care and delivery
services are roulinely confidential within the health
care system, il requested by the mother; information
that a hospital will take inlo prolective custody a
newborn that was surrendered (under the provisions ol
Senate Bill 1052) and, if needed, provide emergency
medical assistance to the mother, the newborn, or both;
information regarding the legal consequences flor
endangering a child, including child protective service
investigations and potential  criminal penalties;
information that surrendering a newborn (under the
provisions of Senate Bill 1052) is an alfirmative
defense to charges of abandonment; andl information
about resources for counseling and assistance with
crisiy management,

The pamphlet would have o provide information about
the safe delivery program and prominentiy display the
toll-free telephone number. The two departments
would jointly publish and distribute the pamphlet.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS:

The House Fiscal Agency reports that the costs of
House Bill 35343 are indeterminate, an says the cost off
the telephione line could be between $73,000 and
3125,000, depending on the potential demand. (The
HEA notes that a new oll-lree hotline added 10 an
existing crisis line services provider contraet for the
F1A cost $100,000.) The agency says the cost of
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printing Irom 70,000 10250,000 basic pamphlets could
range from $2,500 1o 54,000, and notes there could be
additional costs {or pamphlet development and
distribution. (HFA fiscal note dated 5-24.00)

The Senate Fiscal Agency reports that Senate Bill 1052
would have an indeterminate fiscal impact on the
Family Independence Agency, if additional hearings
andl case administration resulied, and would have
minimal liscal impact on state and local law
eiforcement awthorities. Senate Bill 1033 could reduce
costs il child abandonment cases were nol prosccuted
as a result. There were two conviclions in 1997,
resulting in one probation and onc jail sentence. (SFA
Nloor analysis dated 5-23-00)

The Senate Fiscal Agency says Senate Bill 1 187 would
appear 1o have no fiscal impact on the Family
Independence Agency or on the Department of State
Policy. (Floor analysis dated 3-19-00)

ARGUMENTS:

For:

The aim of the package of hills is to prevent the
abandonment ol newhornsin unsate, unseen places and
instead provide a means and an incentive for a mother
(or father) who does not want a newborn to surrender
1110 a person on duty at a hospital, a police station, or
fire station. The poal is to save the lives of newborns,
A pareat who tollows the procedures outlined in the
package will be able to use such conduct as an
alfirmative defense against prosccution for child
abandonment or exposure. A hotline would be
established to provide to an expuecting or new parent
basic  information that  could prevent  infant
abandonment and help the parent find the kind of help
she needs or, failing that, could at least encourage a
desperate parent to protect the wellare of the child by
surrendering it in a sale manner. Pamphlets would be
developed and distributed 1o publicize the safe
abandonment concept. The proposal attempts to deal
with standard eriticisms ol this approach with a nunber
ol saleguards, including atemptng to identify the other
parent involved and attempting 1o get lamily medical
histories. Further, a parent would e given 28 days to
petition Lo attempt to regain custiady o the infant,
Response:

Some people would prefer immuniny from prosecution
for following sale abandonment practices rather than
an “allinmative delense™ against prosecution and would
prefer that safe abandonments be restricted o hospitals,

Against:

Is it really a good idea to put into law a legal protection
for a parent who abandons or surrenders an infant?
Should the law be used to “encourage™ or “lorgive” a
certain kind of abandonment? And, is it likely in any
case that a young woman in desperate cireumstances,
probably in panic and despair, or in denial, will have
the wherewithal to follow the proper procedures and
make a lace-to-face surrender of a baby? Morcover,
are the riglts of ihe non-surrendering parent
sufficiently protected?

Response:

The proposal is worth a try. The worse that can happen
is that it doesn’t work and that newborns are not
surrendered in the manner anticipated, I only one
infant is protected in this way, however, that would
make the Law a success in many minds.
